Notwithstanding anything in this or in any other Law or in any public instrument contained, the Special Court shall have exclusive jurisdiction to try all specified offences referred to in paragraph (b) of the definition of " specified offence " contained in section 2 of this Law unless the Attorney-General or Solicitor-General certifies in writing that such offence may suitably be tried by any court established under any other Law for the time being in force and, save as aforesaid, no such offence shall be triable by any other court of original criminal jurisdiction."
