l. This Law may be cited as the Municipal Corporations (Temporary Provisions) Law,1959, and shall be read as one with the Municipal Corporations Law, (hereinafter referred to as “the principal Law ") .

Extensian, expiration, etc. , of duration of councils.

2.-(1) Notwithstanding anything in section II or any other provision of the principal Law to the contrary contained, the period of duration of every council of a municipal corporation (as extended by the Emergency Powers (Extension of Period of Duration of Municipal Councils) Regulations, 1958) which is in existence on the date on which this Law comes into operation is hereby extended until such time as a proclamation is made by the Governor under sub-section (2) of this section declaring that the period of duration of such council shall expire.�

  (2) The Governor may, by proclamation published in the Gazette, declare that the period of duration of a council which has been extended under the provisions of this section shall expire on such date as may be specifed in the said proclamation and the date so specifed shall be deemed to be the date on which the period of duration of a council expires for the purposes of paragraph (c) of section 19 of the principal Law.�

  (3) Until such time as a proclamation is made under sub-section (2) of this section, the operation of the provisions of the principal Law relating to the election of councillors shall be deemed to be suspended and the provisions of the principal I.aw shall be read and construed accordingly.�
