AND WHEREAS in consequence of such Orders firearms were surrendered to the Government by the owners thereof ;


AND WHEREAS, It is desirable to make legislative provision to facilitate the return of such firearms to their owners :


BE it, therefore, enacted by His Excellency the Officer Administering the Government and Commander-in-Chief of the Colony of Cyprus as follows :-

Where a person surrendered any firearm in consequence of an Order made under Regulation 51 of the Emergency Powers (Public Safety and Order) Regulations, 1955 to (No. 2) 1959, and by virtue of the variation, amendment or revocation of any such Order a firearm may again be lawfully possessed by such person-�

Surrender of cancelled certificate of registration�

A certifcate of registration deemed to have been cancelled under the provisions of section 2 of this Law shall be surrendered to a police officer not below the rank of Sergeant and any person possessing such a certifcate who fails or refuses to surrender such certificate shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable on conviction to a fine not exceeding twenty-five pounds.�
