Officer Administering the Government.


BE it enacted by His Excellency the officer Administering the  Government  and  Commander-in-Chief  of  the Colony of Cyprus as follows :-

This Law may be cited as the Widows' and Orphans'  Pensions (Special Provisions) Law, 1960, and shall be read as one with the Widows' and Orphans' Pensions Law (hereinafter referred to as "the principal Law ").

Notwithstanding anything contained in the principal Law, a contributor to whom this section applies may, before the 6th day of February, 1960 , or such later date as the Governor or, after the l8th day of February, 1960, the Secretary of State, may in any special case allow, elect by notice in writing addressed to the Establishment Secretary, or after the l8th day of February, 1960, to the Secretary of State, to cease to contribute to the Fund with effect from the 1 st day of January, 1960, and he shall thereupon cease to be a contributor for the purposes of the principal Law ; and there shall be paid out of the Fund to him, or to his legal personal representative, if any, or, in the event of there being no such legal personal representative, to the person entitled thereto by law, such amount as an actuary approved by the Governor may determine to represent the interest of the contributor in the Fund as at the 31 st day of December,1959.

An election under this section shall be irrevocable.

though not an overseas officer, is for the purpose of the Scheme for Compensation for Loss of Career published by Government on the l st day of July, 1959, treated as if he were an entitled officer, as defined in paragraph 1 of that Scheme.

In this section  " overseas officer " means an officer who is, or has been, in the service of Government, and who is, either individually or as a member of a class, declared by the Governor or, after the l8th day of February,1960, by the Secretary of State, to be an overseas officer:

The payments authorized by the last foregoing section shall be made by the Crown Agents in accordance with the directions of the Financial Secretary, or, after the l8th day of February, 1960, of the Secretary of State, out of any cash and the proceeds of sale of any investments held by them in trust for the Fund, and the making of those payments shall be a first charge on that cash and those investments ; and for that purpose sufficient cash and investments shall be set aside by the  Crown Agents in a separate account. and the Accountant-General shall, upon the request in writing of the Crown Agents, immediately remit or transfer to the Crown Agents for the credit of that account such further sums or investments as may be necessary.

If there is any balance remaining in the separate account after all the payments aforesaid have been made the Crown Agents shall, with the authority of the Secretary,  of State, close the account, and shall hold the balance in trust for the general purposes of the Fund.

In relation to a contributor transferred from the service of Government to other public service who elected to continue to contribute to the Fund after the date of his transfer any contributions paid to the Fund on his behalf from the general revenue of the Colony after that date and before the 1 st day of January, 1960, shall be deemed to have been lawfully paid and shall be taken into account accordingly for the purposes of the principal Law and this Law.
