BE it enacted by  His Excellency  the   Governor  and Commander-in-Chief of  the  Colony  of  Cyprus  as follows :-�

Short title.�

This Law may be cited as the Registration of  Births ( Temporary Provisions ) Law, 1960.

Interpretation

In this Law, unless the context otherwise requires  " principal Law " means the Births and Deaths Registration Law ;


    " birth " means the birth of a child born in Cyprus, whether born alive or still-born, between the 1st April, 1955 and the 30th June, 1959 (both dates inclusive) and whose birth has not been registered in accordance with the provisions of the principal Law.

Except where any other meaning is assigned by this Law, expressions under this Law shall; unless the context otherwise requires, have the meaning assigned to them in the principal Law.

(3)�
Except where other provision is made in this Law which  is either expressly or by implication inconsistent with the provisions of the principal Law, the principal Law shall be of full effect and shall, during the continuance of this Law, be read in conjunction with this Law.


Special provisions regarding the registration of births.

Special  provisions  regarding  the  registration  of births�

From and after the commencement of this Law a birth shall be registered in accordance with the provisions of section 3 of the principal Law notwithstanding that fifteen days have elapsed since the birth.

Temporary suspension of the provisions of section 8 of the principal

The provisions of section 8 of the principal Law shall not be required to be fulfilled during the continuance of this Law for the purposes of registering a birth under the provisions of section 3 of this Law.

This Law shall remain in force until the 30th September, 1960, and shall then expire.
