This Law may be cited as the Inland Telecommunications Service (Amendment) Law, 1960, and shall be read as one with the Inland Telecommunications Service Law , 1954, (hereinafter referred to as " the principal Law ") and the principal Law and this Law may together be cited as the Inland Telecommunications Service Laws, 1954 and 1960.

The principal Law is hereby amended-

by deleting subsection ( 1 ) of section 5 and substituting therefor the following :-


      " ( 1 ) The Authority shall consist of not more than seven members appointed by the Governor (hereinafter referred to as " the members "), one of  whom shall be designated by the Governor as Chairman and another as Vice-Chairman :


       Provided that the members need not be persons whose full time services shall be required " ;

by substituting for the expression " Deputy Chairman " wherever it occurs in the principal Law the  expression " Vice-Chairman " ;

by  substituting  for  the  expression  " appointed members " or " appointed member " wherever they occur  in  the  principal  Law,  the  expression  " members " or " member ", as the case may be.
