In fact,
the latest UN Security Council Resolution # 649 underlines the presence
of two communities on equal basis. The Resolution clearly states that
the Cyprus question should be settled through a muttually acceptable so-
lution by these two communities, within the good offices of UN Secreta-
ry General. This is what we strongly support,

The Byzantine cra lasted}unti. the
12th century, leaving a profound Greek and Christian imprink. At
the end of the 12th century, the island entered into a French
period with the Lusignan dynasty, which lasted until khe end of
the 15th century. XIn 1489, Cyprus came under Venetian domina-
tion and it was finally conquered by the Turks in:1571, The
island remained Turkish for three centuries. In 1878, i¢ was
placed under the administration of the British Government under
a secret treaty in which Turkey ckded Cyprus to .Great Brjtain
and in return the latter would assist Turkey if Russia attacked
certain frontier provinces in Asia Minor.

cipalities). The Turkish community rejected these proposals and
the Turks we no longer able to take part in the institutions.
Serious intercommunal clashes broke out throughout the island.

In July 1974, a coup d'Etat was staged by the colone;s"regime
in Athens.
